16-19 Bursary Payment Protocol Agreed by Malbank, Eaton Bank, Congleton, Sandbach High, Knutsford and Brine Leas
We have agreed to make the following allocations in line with the recommendations of the Cheshire East 14-25 Learning and Achievement Executive.  
PRIORITY 1
The following students will be eligible for a bursary of up to £1200:-
· Students in care
· Care Leavers
· Students receiving income support 
· Disabled students receiving both Employment Support Allowance and Disability Living Allowance
PRIORITY 2
Funds will then be allocated to students eligible for free schools meals.  We anticipate that each student will be awarded a bursary of £400.  This amount will be reviewed after applications have been received and following a moderation process between partner schools – September 29th 2011 3.45pm Sandbach High 
Funds permitting, Priority 2 students will also be able to apply for additional assistance to meet agreed educational expenses.  This assistance plus the £400 bursary will not exceed £800 in total.
PRIORITY 3
If funds remain, students whose household income is below £20,817 will be able to apply for additional assistance to meet agreed educational expenses.  
PRIORITY 4
If funds remain, students whose household income is below £25,521 will be able to apply for additional assistance to meet agreed educational expenses.  
PAYMENT SCHEDULE
Bursary payments will be made on a pro rata basis.  This will happen every four teaching weeks. 
Payments to support additional educational expenses will be made at the point of approval of application.
Should student attendance fall below the recommended minimum attendance levels the institution may reduce payment.
Should student behaviour, attitude and attainment fall below what is deemed appropriate within each institution, payment may be reduced or withdrawn.  
Each institution will need to establish who will approve applications, four weekly payments and who will respond to any appeal.
