Over the next few months, members of staff from our Key Stage 3 team at Malbank will be visiting primary
schools to make those first very important connections with your children.

School will finish at 2.30pm. If you wish your child to walk home please send them with a note to confirm this.
If you are collecting your child, please make sure they know where you are going to meet them.

The children will very quickly learn our expectations of behaviour, uniform, punctuality, engagement in lessons
and above all a willingness to learn and to do their best.

We also invite all parents and carers to a Parent/Carer Intake Evening: a chance to meet key staff and learn
about the School’s policies and how we will work with parents and carers. This will be on Wednesday 24® June
2025 at 6pm.
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Along with this email we will be sharing all of our transition information on our website and this will be
updated regularly so please keep checking.
